Gary was promoted to the
maintenance department, where he worked for
the next 20 years - 3 years repairing machinery
and then managing and overhauling vacuum
pumps used in the CRT exhaust process.

In 1994, with the cessation of Thomas' CRT
manufacturing activities and Gary approaching
retirement, our new Managing Director,
Mr. William Hutchinson, asked Gary to assist
with  deliveries, cleaning and packing of
monitors. Gary has continued in this role to the

Conrac is a specialised supplier of display
monitors to defence, industrial and medical end
users. In a typical German manner, Conrac goes
about quietly making products that are simply
the best! Conrac have provided specialist displays
for prominent applications like the Queen Mary
Il'and the public information display systems in
airports and railway stations worldwide.

Like many companies that have successfully
weathered today's business challenges, Conrac
has had to adapt to the changing environment.
